Technology Comes In Different Shapes. And Plenty Of Sizes.

At Trek, technology has always been our greatest strength. This
goes double for our enjoyable Tandem bicycles. For 1992, we pre-
sent two models that define our Function Specific Design
approach to engineering. Rider-friendly, in layman’s terms.

So more of your energy is converted to forward motion, the
frame tubes are oversized throughout, including the seat tubes.
This gives them increased stiffness and strength. The frame’s direct
lateral design enhances this stiffness, translating into better han-

dling and the elimination of rear rider “whi p."

We also paid particular attention to the rear rider, or stoker
position. To provide a more comfortable riding position, we
designed the frame with a longer stoker top tube. Its a small refine-
ment that makes a big difference.

[n simple terms, our Tandem bicycles prove that two people can
ride as comfortably as one. And get twice as much out of it.

Speaking of pairs, a lively ride and a great value come together
in our Cro-moly road bikes. Function Specific Design is here as

well, with several geometries available to answer the needs of both




sport riding and touring.

These bikes deliver a comfortable, resilient ride, with double
butted lugged construction to ensure a strong, precisely aligned
frame. Go ahead, push them. They can take it.

Whether it's an around-the-block workout or long distance
touring, they're always up to the task. Durability, performance and

affordability. It's all there in our Cro-moly series.
